This course is an American Heart Association Program that teaches the skills necessary to instruct others in 
resuscitation skills and knowledge. Students are required to present a current AHA Healthcare Provider 
certification card and students must have a willingness and desire to teach in accordance with scientific and 
program guidelines of the AHA. Each student is required to teach at least two classes per year and attend at 
least one instructor update. This course requires the successful completion of a written and skills evaluation. An 
instructor card is issued for this course after the student is observed instructing his/her first class.
